The main objective is to examine whether a different trash can and related planning design can encourage anti-littering behavior while also meeting infrastructure requirements better than the current apparatus used on most of the bathing beaches in Israel.  The research will involve mixed-methods, empirical experimentation integrating improved product design elements and environmental awareness and behavioral factors.

I designed this study to examine enclosures (usually to protect security-sensitive infrastructure) located along the Israeli Mediterranean coast, and their contribution to ecosystem viability. I will research the extent to which these areas serve as "de facto" marine protected areas. Using a marine ecosystem modeling application (ECOSIM with ECOPATH), research results will aim to improve planning of marine infrastructure to support multi-purpose goals, including various aspects marine protection, principally biodiversity and healthy ecosystem functions.
